General Military Course (GMC)

General Requirements
In order to participate in Air Force ROTC, you must 
be a full time student at a participating school (see 
the back of this pamphlet). In order to complete the 
program you will need to:
- Be physically and medically qualified
- Be of good moral character
- Be in good academic standing
- Pass the Air Force Officer Qualifying Test (AFOQT)
- Complete Field Training (13-day summer course)
- Min 2.0 Cumulative GPA for transfer - students

These are minimums - exceptional cadets go above
and beyond!

Scholarships
Scholarships may be offered that pay up to full 
tuition, fees, and textbooks. In addition, contracted 
cadets will receive a monthly stipend.

College Students - Qualified students enrolled in 
the AFROTC program are eligible to compete for 
scholarships after their first semester if they meet 
the requirements. Selection is based on GPA, 
physical fitness, standardized test scores, and 
overall performance as a cadet. 

High School Seniors - There are 4 year 
scholarships available on a competitive basis to 
high school seniors.
